After a 

light lunch you will travel to Goathland on our steam railway for landscape and    

location photography.  On returning to Pickering, John will finish by processing a few 

images from the day. There will be course notes to take away, and after the workshop 

John can offer e-mail feedback and support for your images taken during the    

workshop. 

Each course is limited to six participants to allow enough time and attention to be 

given to  everyone.
